Materials: One of the following: white board, black board, computer board, document camera-projector, or chart paper to display a sample.  Writing implements.  Handouts for students, pencils, dictionaries, and thesauruses, print or digital.


	Introduce

2.1 Teacher develops student understanding and master of lesson objectives.
	Lesson Objective:  “I can use a dictionary and a thesaurus to define vocabulary words.”

	Classroom Environment
2.7 Teacher maximizes instructional time.

2.8 Teacher creates a classroom culture of respect and collaboration.

	Anticipatory Set: “Think of words that you could use to replace ‘good.’” Pick students to give examples. “Close your eyes and pretend you are in a restaurant.  You ask the waiter about the dessert and he describes it as ‘good.’  Now what if he uses words like ‘creamy, chocolaty, delicious, yummy, or tasty.’ Which description would be more likely to get you to order?  Today we are going to look up definitions and hunt for synonyms.  This will help us decode text and can also give you more interesting words to use in your own writing.    
	

	
	Connection to Prior Knowledge: Review Instructor puts the same sample on the board or chart paper that was shown yesterday to review how to use a dictionary.  Instructor puts a second sample on the board (either by quickly writing it or putting a page on a document camera to review how to use a thesaurus. )

	

	Teach & Engage

2.2 Teacher demonstrates and clearly communicates content knowledge to students.

	Teach: Input “Tomorrow we will be reading a selection by Frederick Douglass.  This intelligent and learned man was born into slavery and his words fired the fury of those against slavery and helped spark the Civil War.  Today we will continue to learn some of the vocabulary words we will need to read the text.”
Give out the handouts to students.  

	

	
	Model/Demonstrate (Include Check for Understanding)

Create a model of the vocabulary box or section on the board or show it on the document camera.  
Use the word “dreaded” to fill out the model vocabulary box.  
Ask students to follow along and copy from the board.  They will fill out the first box on their paper.  

Ask a student to look up the definition of the word and read it out loud as the instructor records it.  
Ask a second student to think of a sentence and then record it on the board.  
Next, ask a third student to describe a picture that could be drawn to help visualize or remember this word.  
Create it in that labeled section.  
Last, ask a student to look up the word in the thesaurus.  “What are some synonyms for this word?  Write down at least 1.”  
	

	
	Guided Practice (Include Check for Understanding) 

Instructor breaks students into groups of 4.  
Each group is assigned 4 words.  
Roles are assigned in the group.  
     Student one finds the definition.
     Student two writes a sentence.      

     Student three creates a simple picture to represent the word.  
     Student four looks up the synonyms.   
     Students have their own papers with their own names on them but 
     they can each copy the information down as it is discovered or 
     created by the other members of the group.  
     Students are given 15-20 minutes to complete the task.  Instructor 
     walks around to supervise and be available for questions.  At the end 
     of the exercise, collect the “best” paper from each group (group 
     members decide).     
	

	
	Closure/Summarization  Instructor explains to students that one paper from each group will be copied so that each student has all the words for tomorrow.  This will help students decode the text.
 
	

	
	Independent Practice (Include Check for Understanding)  None at this time.
