Time:

· 1 class period of 52 minutes
Background Knowledge:

· Students will have background knowledge on slavery within the United States;
· Students will be aware of the history of slavery and the slave trade within the United States and foreign countries
· Students will be familiar with 
Overview:

Through a historical standpoint, students will learn about slavery, the Underground Railroad, New Bedford, Massachusetts and the contributions of Frederick Douglass to the cause of ending slavery within the United States.
Purpose
Students will become informed of the impact and contributions made by Frederick Douglass to end slavery within the United States.
Objectives:

Through the use of primary and secondary sources,
· Students will be able to identify who Frederick Douglass was.
· Students will be able to identify Frederick Douglass’ role in relation to the Underground Railroad. 
· Students will be able to explain the significance of Frederick Douglass’ role in helping with the abolitionist movement.

· Students will be able to produce a final project representing Frederick Douglass and/or the Underground Railroad.

Lesson:

Anticipatory Set:

1. When students enter the classroom, a daily opener question will be on a PowerPoint slide showing on the projector screen at the front of the class.

2.  Students will write the question on their weekly daily opener sheet, which is collected on the last day of each school week, along with their answer. 

3. Teacher will call on various students to share their answers.

4. We will then discuss the answer as a class, using this as a review of the previous lesson and segue to the daily lesson.
a. Daily Opener Question: Who was Frederick Douglass and why did he come to New Bedford, Massachusetts? 
Lesson:
1. Show pictures and have open class discussion on PowerPoint from New Bedford, Massachusetts and Frederick Douglass National Historic Site in Washington, DC. Explain the significance of the pictures and history of each.
2. Discuss who Frederick Douglass and the Underground Railroad were as well as their significance in history.
3. Ask comprehension questions and provide extended answers as necessary.
Activity:

1. Students will get into groups of 2-3 students and read the two letters written by Frederick Douglass.

2. After reading each letter, they will use the Primary Source Document worksheet to analyze the letters.

3. After 15-20 minutes, we will discuss the letters assigned as a full class.
Assignment:  

1. Students will select complete one of the following projects based on Frederick Douglass, the Underground Railroad and/or the Abolitionist Movement.

2. They must use a minimum of 5 sources with at least 2 being primary.
a. Story Board (Display Board)

1)  There must be a title on your story board

2) Folds into three sections

3) Must be neatly organized

4) Must include a works cited/bibliography – Must have a minimum of 5 sources (at least two must be primary sources)

5) Story board may be done individually or with a student. Each student must participate equally

6)  Be creative

7) Proper documentation must be included (endnotes, footnotes or in-text citation)


b. Written paper

1)  This is an individual assignment

2)  Must be a minimum of 3 pages long

3)  Complete an analysis of a historic topic 

4) Paper must be typed, double spaced, 12-point font (Times New Roman or Arial)

5) Must include a cover page and a works cited/bibliography – Must have a minimum of 5 sources (at least two must be primary sources)

6) Should include: Reason/Cause of Event; When (Dates) the event occurred; Who was involved?; What was the outcome?; What impact did the outcome have on the United States and the World?

7) Proper documentation must be included (endnotes, footnotes or in-text citation)


c. Video Presentation 

1) Must be a minimum of 5 minutes long.

2)  A works cited/bibliography must be submitted – Must have a minimum of 5 sources (at least two must be primary sources)

3) May be done individually or in a small group (1-3 students). All students must participate equally

4) Be creative

5)  Should include: Reason/Cause of Event; When (Dates) the event occurred; Who was involved?; What was the outcome?; What impact did the outcome have on the United States and the World?

6) Proper documentation must be included (endnotes, footnotes or in-text citation)

d. PowerPoint Presentation

1)  Must have a minimum of 30 slides

2) A works cited/bibliography must be submitted – Must have a minimum of 5 sources (at least two must be primary sources)

3) Must have a cover slide (does not count as one of the slides)
4) May be done individually or in a small group (1-3 students). All students must participate equally

5) Be Creative

6) Proper documentation must be included (endnotes, footnotes or in-text citation

e. Other – must be approved by Social Studies Teacher.

1)  A works cited/bibliography must be submitted – Must have a minimum of 5 sources (at least two must be primary sources)

2) Be creative

3) Must have a cover page and a works cited/bibliography

4) May be done individually or in a small group (1-3 students). All students must participate equally

5) Proper documentation must be included (endnotes, footnotes or in-text citation)

Assessment:

2. Unit test to be given at a later date, will include questions regarding Frederick Douglass, the Underground Railroad and New Bedford, Massachusetts.
